Proclamation
Whereas, public safety, including the reduction of fatalities and injuries resulting from motor vehicle crashes, are goals shared by [GOVERNMENTAL ENTITY]; and

Whereas, distracted driving was officially blamed for 3,522 fatalities and more than 360,000 injuries in 2021 according to NHTSA; and

Whereas, NHTSA estimates that distraction was involved in 29 percent of all crashes, resulting in 10,546 fatalities, 1.3 million nonfatal injuries, and $98.2 billion in economic costs in 2019; and
Whereas, crash risk is 2-6 times greater when drivers are manipulating a cellphone compared with when they are not distracted according to the Insurance Institute for Highway Safety; and

Whereas, about 1 in 5 people who died in crashes involving a distracted driver in 2021 were not in vehicles―they were walking, riding their bikes, or otherwise outside a vehicle; and

Whereas, a survey conducted by Advocates for Highway & Auto Safety found 70 percent of polled drivers said they use their cellphones while driving. That number increased to 86% of people who use their cars for work; and
Whereas, 70% of survey respondents told Nationwide Insurance they have never used the Do Not Disturb setting or functionality on their cell phone; and 
Whereas, the National Distracted Driving Coalition (NDDC) is a diverse group of organizations from the public and private sector, law enforcement and non-profits, that share a common goal of eliminating distracted driving on American roadways; and
Whereas, the NDDC’s mission is, “to promote innovative and collaborative approaches to create a traffic safety culture of attentive drivers”; and

Whereas, the NDDC‘s vision is to accelerate national efforts to implement effective interventions and encourage attentive driving by eliminating distractions; and

Whereas, the NDDC has established Thursday, October 19, 2023, as the second annual “National Do Not Disturb While Driving Day”, to raise awareness of life-saving technology that can be used to reduce cell phone distractions while driving.
